Coordinators and Field Officers are the key link to the rural African communities served through the Shallow Well Pro-
gram. Currently there are 19 Field Officers and 4 Coordinators. They are experts in organizing communities and teaching vil-
lagers how to maintain their protected drinking water source. Each Field Officer is responsible for the construction of at least
100 wells every year and for the functionality of all wells in their area.

MMM coordinators and field officers provide technical knowledge, cultural insight, leadership, and oversight throughout
the year for all who participate in the Shallow Well Program. They are courageous, caring people, who are dedicated to shar-
ing the love of Jesus and making a difference in the lives of their fellow countrymen.
